INSTALLATION
1) Ensure power is disconnected before beginning
2) Secure crossbar with threaded nipple to crossbar with screws

3) Before wiring, place sconce or flushmount onto threaded nipple. If the thread passing through
the mounting hole is too short or long, adjust the length of the nipple at the crossbar.

4) Connect the NEUTRAL (white) fixture wire to the NEUTRAL (white) wire of the supply circuit and
secure.

5) Connect the HOT (black) fixture wire to the HOT (black) wire of the supply circuit and secure.
6) Place wiring back into the junction box.

7) Slide the sconce or flushmount over the threaded nipple and secure fixture with half round finial
by hand till fixture is secure.

THREADED NIPPLE LENGTH CAN BE ADJUSTED IF
